- Theinitial settingis for water to run through the hand
shower. Rotate the diverter clockwise by 90°to switch
the flow to the spout. Turning it counter clockwise by

90°will switch the flow back to the hand shower.

- With the bath set turned off, turn on the water supply

valve and check all connections for leaks.

-Turnonthe bath setandrotate the diverter to switch
the flow from the hand shower to the spout, and check
forany leaks.
